Sisters and brothers in Christ, from the earliest days of the Church, Christians have 
observed with great devotion the time of our Lord’s passion and resurrection. It became 

the custom of the church to prepare for this by a season of penitence and fasting. 
At first this season was observed by those who were preparing for baptism at Easter and 

by those who, having been excommunicated, were to be restored to the communion of the 
church. By keeping these days with care and attention Christians might take to heart the 

call of repentance and the assurance of forgiveness proclaimed in the gospel, and grow in 
faith and devotion to our Lord. 

So, by self-examoination and repentance, by prayer and fasting, by self-denial and acts of 
generosity and by reading and meditating on the word of God, let us keep a holy Lent.

For turning away when others have offered us love, for closing our  hearts when others 

have needed compassion, 
forgive us, Lord. 

For all we have done unkindly, unjustly and dishonestly, for our  careless speech and 
hurtful words, 

forgive us, Lord.
Most merciful God, 

we have sinned against you in thought, word, and deed, and in  what we have failed to 
do: we have not loved you with our whole heart; we have not loved our neighbours as 
ourselves; we repent, and are sorry for all our sins. Father, forgive us. Strengthen us to  

love and obey you in newness of life; through Jesus Christ our  Lord. Amen.
